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Dear Arabic language learners,

Thank you for your interest in Audioacademy’s Arabic for beginners. The course is designed for
beginners to slightly advanced learners and focuses on mastering of the Arabic language fundaments
— the alphabet, reading skills and especially communication phrases you can use talking to Arabic
native speakers or travelling to one of many countries where Arabic is spoken.

The course is based on contextual learning, which means that you will not only learn words, but also
sentences in which you can use the words you have learned. In this course you will find a total of 1,200
words and practice sentences.

What is the best way to work with the course? After mastering the alphabet and acquiring basic reading
skills follow the course from lesson 1 to lesson 10. Each lesson contains six tracks. First, familiarize
yourself with the actual vocabulary and shorter expressions (tracks 1 and 2). In order to get a better
grip over the new expressions in Arabic, in track one you hear the Arabic expression twice. Next, you
have a word followed by a contextual sentence, again in both translation options (tracks 3 and 4). Then
you move on to complete sentences (tracks 5 and 6). ). Again, in track 5, you will hear the sentence in
Arabic twice. Once you have mastered translating sentences from English into Arabic (track 6) in the
time gap before the English translation, you have won. The words alone will help you in understanding
the meaning, but using the mastered complete sentences will help you communicate much better.

You don't necessarily have to listen to all the tracks in one lesson. You can adapt your listening to your
actual language level and whether you learn more effectively hearing the Arabic or English first.
However, | recommend listening to all tracks of each lesson at least once.

This script, which you have downloaded and are currently reading, will make your activities with the
course much more effective. In its introduction, you will find a learning guide along with helpful tips
on how to make the lessons more effective and a lesson plan for you to record your learning progress.
In the first part you will find a written version of the audio tracks you will listen to. If you're a real
beginner, it's a good idea to read what you're listening to at the same time during your first few listening
sessionss -it will help you remember the words and sentences better. In the second part of the script
you will find double-sided flashcards that you can cut out with scissors and practice even do not feel
like listening.

The course is narrated by native speakers - Jeff Short in English and Souad Kafi and Mohammed
Maghoub in Arabic. No Al generated voices have been used.

On behalf of the entire Audioacademy team, | believe that listening to and then learning the sentences
and vocabulary in this course them will greatly help your ability to both understand and actively
communicate.

How to work with this audio learning course most efficiently

When you purchase a course, you create an account on audioacademyeu.eu, where the audio
tracks will appear in mp3 format. If you have purchased the course from one of our partners,
the tracks will be available either in their app or downloaded directly to your mobile phone or
other device where you can listen to them. Download the scripts for the courses at
www.audioacademyeu.eu in the Scripts Downloads section.

1) Choose the lesson you want to master

2) Cut double-sided cards and divide them into words and sentences - put the words on one
pile and the sentences on the other.

3) Listen to track 1 and track 2 a few times, then go through the cards with words until you
master the words . If you are a complete beginner, listen to track 1 and 2 with the script text,
and write the pronunciation on the cards. Listen once or twice a day and practice the words on
the cards twice a day.

4) After mastering the words spend most of your time on the sentences themselves. Practice
the sentences on the cards. Keep listening to tracks 5 and 6. Can you understand the Arabic
sentence before the English translation? Can you translate the English sentence into Arabic -
either mentally or aloud - before the English translation is heard? If you answer yes to these
guestions, then you are on your best way to the next lesson.

5) Record the completion of each exercise and lesson in your lesson plan. When did you
complete the lesson? When you have translated the sentences in Track 6 from English into
Arabic, preferably without thinking too long.

6) Remember that repetition is the mother of wisdom. Therefore, once a month, for example,
review the lessons you have already learned, either on flashcards or by listening to them again.
But it is best if you use the words and sentences in direct communication, either written or
preferably oral. Then you will remember them best!



How to work with the flash-cards

- Depending on your level and time availability, choose the number of words (cards) you want
to learn on a given day. Min 5, max 20. Suppose you choose 10.

- Align the cards so that you first translate from Arabic to English. For each card, read the Arabic
word and recall its English translation. Did you get it right? If so, put the cards on one side. Put
the ones you didn't remember on the other side. Once you have gone through all 10, leave the
cards in two piles.

- After some time (two or three hours), repeat the process, but with the ones you didn't know
before. Move the ones you remember between the ones you knew before. You will see that
the pile of those cards you have mastered will streadily grow.

- Then add cards with sentences to the words and repeat the process.

- Go through the day's batch of flashcards again before going to bed. This is very important -
because the brain stores things better when you are asleep. In the morning, you will be
surprised that what you couldn't remember in the evening will suddenly come to you far more
easily.

- The next day, add ten more cards to the previous day's and do the same. This ensures constant
repetition even of the vocabulary and sentences covered on the previous days.

Consonants and vowels, diacritics

Arabic has 6 vowels, 3 short and 3 long. Short vowels (a, i, u) are usually not written. They are written
using diacritics, which are commonly omitted because native speakers know the words and can
immediately recognize the correct pronunciation. It is similar to writing only consonants in English:
instead of "house," we would write "hs," or instead of "book," we would write "bk." Native speakers
can recognize the correct form from the sentence. Therefore, we will only briefly address this issue.

Arabic vowels
In Arabic, we distinguish between short and long vowels.

Short vowels are written using special characters (diacritics) that appear above or below the letter
and determine which vowel is pronounced after the consonant.

Long vowels are expressed using written symbols (s, s, ) that are placed after the letter we want to
lengthen.

Short vowels are marked below or above individual letters.
The short (a) is called fatha and is written above the letter.
Example: & = ba vy bayt

The short (i) is called kasra and is written below the letter.

The short (u) is called damma and is written above the letter as a small loop.
